A FEW OF Our Programs

“Fight for Your Money” – Our financial literacy class. 
Participants will be immersed in a week-long educational 
workshop where participants learn subjects such as 
budgeting, banking, savings, credit repair and much more.

“Homework Help” – Does your student need help with a 
specific homework problem? Let us show them how to get 
the assistance they need for free with HelpNow, an online 
homework assistance program for all core subjects. 

Job Fair and Career Days – Job fairs are held at the center 
and are open to the community.  There is also a job board 
posted in the facility featuring available positions at various 
local employers, and the Library Partnership staff  provides 
resume building, job search skills and interview technique 
assistance.

Additionally, families can apply for assistance programs 
such as Medicaid and Food Stamps at the center.
